MARGARET MIDGLEY, OF MOOR GRANGE

(ix. 373a)


In the name of God Amen:  the iiijth daye of April, in the yere of our Lord God Ml dxxvijth .  I Margarete Myggeley of More grange, widdo, late wif of Thomas Myggeley, hole of mynd and saif of remembrance, make my testament in this maner folowyng.  First, I bequeath my sall to all the celestiall courte of hevyn, and my bodie to be beried in the kirke yerde of the Apostels Petir and Paule of Leede.  Also I will that all suche goode, employmente, pfitte, and thynge as haith come to me or ought to come, I will that they be disposed as herafter folowith.  First, I witt for my mortuary an oxe.  Itm I witto Isabell Thomlynson ij siluer spones sherpe ended, and iij11 vjs viijd  in money.  The residue of all my goode undisposed I will that Richard Miggeley my sone dispose them for the helth of my sall.  Also I make Richard Myggeley my sone my executor.  Thes being wittenes, Sir John Carlele priest, John Killingbeke, and Roberte Miggeley -  [Proved 24 July, 1527]
